II. D.d) : In any case in which a child is a po$siasylum seeker, the Consulate of the
child’s country of origin shall not be notified, tther the child shall be channeled to the
Mexican Commission for Assistance to Refugees.

II.D.f. i. 5: In each case, the best interest @f ¢hild will be taken into consideration in
determining whether the best solution for the cldldepatriation, regularization or
determination of the child’s status as a refugee.

[I.D.hi. Children under the age of 14 will ne\mr detained.
II. D.j. The possibility of regularizing the statof foreign children in Mexico will be

considered, even in cases where the child is neflugee or asylum-seeker, if return to the
country of origin could cause harm to the child.
