types of National Education System. The Ministry of Heath has been



providing health Services in some refugee camps With support from
UNHCR.

3. Since 2017 Sudan has been facilitating return of refugees. Around
5400 Sudanese refugees returned from Chad and Central African
‘Republic, as around 6100 Chadian, Ethiopian and Somali refugees

retured to their respective countries from Sudan.
