Ashgabat Declaration on Ending Statelessness in Central Asia
Adopted on 8 November 2024

We, the Heads of Delegations of the Central Asian states of — the
Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic, the Republic of
Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and the Republic of Uzbekistan, gathered in
Ashgabat, Turkmenistan, at the Central Asian Ministerial Conference
on Statelessness on 8 November 2024. Referring to the statement made
by the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees, Filippo
Grandi, in October 2024, which, among other things, highlighted the
historic achievement of Turkmenistan and the Kyrgyz Republic in
resolving all known cases of statelessness and celebrating Central
Asia’s role in advancing the objectives of the #IBelong Campaign, we
reaffirm our collective commitment to the global goal of eradicating
statelessness.

Acknowledging Achievements
1. Regional Leadership in Ending Statelessness

Central Asia has led by example in the global #IBelong Campaign,
collectively resolving more than 200,000 cases of statelessness across
the region since 2014. The states in the region have contributed
significantly, with every third statelessness case resolved globally
occurring within Central Asia. The specific achievements of each state
serve as a model for other regions:

a) The Republic of Kazakhstan has implemented one of the
cornerstone principles of the 1954 Convention relating to the Status of
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Stateless Persons by establishing specific national statelessness
determination procedures and conducted two nationwide campaigns,
which documented 30,000 people as stateless, of whom 15,000
received citizenship of the Republic of Kazakhstan. In 2019, during the
Global Refugee Forum, Kazakhstan undertook and fulfilled a voluntary
commitment to issue birth certificate to children whose mothers do not
have identity documents.

b) The Kyrgyz Republic became the first country in the world to
resolve all known cases of statelessness, achieving universal birth
registration and aligning its nationality laws with international
standards.

c) The Republic of Tajikistan introduced key legal reforms,
including a timebound Amnesty Law, enabling stateless people to
regularize their status and avoid prolonged statelessness.

d) Turkmenistan, being the first country in the Central Asian region
to unconditionally accede to the two UN Conventions on Statelessness,
establishing new statelessness determination procedures and ensuring
100% birth registration, including for undocumented persons,
completely eradicated all existing cases of statelessness, granting
citizenship to more than 32,000 stateless persons, and joining the
Global Alliance, has become a leader in regional and global efforts to
eradicate statelessness.

e) The Republic of Uzbekistan has implemented sweeping reforms,
including legislative amendments in 2020 that made over 60,000
stateless people eligible for citizenship, thereby significantly reducing
statelessness.

Together, these achievements mark Central Asia as a leader in the
global movement to eradicate statelessness, with transformative legal
frameworks and actions that ensure the prevention, reduction, and
ultimate resolution of statelessness cases.



2.  Commitment to the Global Alliance to End Statelessness

As the #1Belong Campaign concludes, we will consider the possibility
of joining the Global Alliance to End Statelessness. Central Asia stands
ready to share its expertise with other regions while continuing to
benefit from shared resources and opportunities available through this
global platform.

Strategic vision for Central Asia

To sustain and further the progress achieved, it is important to prioritize
these areas:

1. Enhancement of Statelessness Determination Procedures

We intend to continue improving and harmonizing statelessness
determination procedures across the region. These improvements will
aim to ensure consistency with international standards and streamline
access to nationality for all, with particular attention to vulnerable
populations.

2.  Facilitation of cross-border confirmation of nationality

We recommend close cooperation among Central Asian states to
expedite cross-border nationality confirmation processes. Furthermore,
recognizing current challenges in verifying nationality status for certain
caseloads, it is important to consider establishing protocols for timely
confirmation to reduce the administrative delays that impede resolution.

3. Reduction of remaining stateless populations

We are committed to continuous efforts to address and reduce
remaining cases of statelessness in each of the Central Asian countries.
We recommend updating national and regional action plans to reflect
these priorities and establish clear, achievable targets for reducing
statelessness.



4.  Promotion of regional cooperation and best practices

Building on our achievements, we recommend holding regular regional
meetings, enhancing collaboration, and sharing best practices. These
regular engagements will support collective capacity building, foster
innovative approaches, and strengthen national and regional plans to
address statelessness effectively.

5. Strengthening data collection and transparency

We emphasize the need to improve the collection, analysis, and
dissemination of data on statelessness. Accessible, comprehensive data
will enable policymakers to tailor solutions more effectively and will
enhance transparency and accountability in addressing statelessness
across Central Asia.

6. Alignment with international standards and conventions

We reaffirm the importance of efforts to accede to the UN Conventions
on Statelessness and to align national legislation in the spirit of the
1954 and 1961 Statelessness Conventions. By doing so, we aim to
safeguard against future cases of statelessness and strengthen our
commitment to universal human rights.

7. Support for birth registration and legal identity for all
children

We advocate for policies that ensure the timely registration of every
child born in Central Asia. It is important to work on eliminating legal,
administrative, and social barriers to birth registration in order to
achieve universal registration.

8. Inclusion of stateless persons into national systems

We call for the adoption of policies that ensure stateless people can
access fundamental rights and services, including healthcare, education,
and social services. Integrating stateless persons into national systems,



ensuring inclusive and equitable access to health, education, and social
services is essential.

Commitment to Sustainable Development Goals and End
Statelessness

The eradication of statelessness is integral to achieving the Sustainable
Development Goals, particularly SDG 16 on peaceful, just, and
inclusive societies, and SDG 10 on reducing inequalities. We reaffirm
our resolve to “leave no one behind” by strengthening our efforts to
address statelessness within the framework of the 2030 Agenda.

Looking Forward

The country delegations declared their intention to continue both joint
and individual actions to eradicate statelessness in Central Asia, to
consider joining the Global Alliance to End Statelessness, and to
promote a future where every person in our region can enjoy the
security and dignity that nationality confers.
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
