iii. expand access to third country solutions

iv. support conditions in countries of origin for return in safety and 
dignity

Process: Regional, thematic, and stakeholder-specific stocktaking, 
culminating in the High-Level Officials Meeting to:

▪ identify progress, challenges, and areas for further engagement
▪ take into consideration the challenges posed by the COVID-19 

pandemic

▪ Identify next steps, including directions for the next Global Refugee 
Forum
