Initiative Programme (DAFI) provides scholarships for young Refuzgzxgency

refugees to study at universities and colleges in their host country
and, at times, in their country of origin upon return. Over 7,000
eligible students have benefitted from the scholarship to date.

Financed by the Government of Germany, DAFl is a unique
opportunity for refugees to pursue or continue higher education
while in exile. Through university scholarships, DAFI contributes
to the search for solutions under UNHCR’s protection mandate,
and provides vital support towards the reconstruction of conflict-
affected countries.

DAFI pioneers a new approach to education in emergencies, moving
beyond basic education by opening up access to tertiary education
for outstanding students and empowering them to become leaders
and change-makers in their communities. This focus promotes a
wider recognition of the importance of academic education for
refugee communities.

To achieve self-reliance of the sponsored
students and their families and empower them
to find gainful and qualified employment;

To develop qualified human resources in
order to contribute to the reconstruction of
the country of origin upon repatriation;

To contribute to the development of the refugee
community pending a durable solution;
