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Despite the current evidence on sexual violence committed against men and boys in humanitarian 

crises, gaps remain in the response and provision of appropriate and accessible services, including for 

the prevention and mitigation of risks.  The panellists will discuss the prevalence of sexual violence 

against men and boys, how best to address their specific needs, and highlight measures to prevent and 

mitigate the risks of sexual violence.  They will also reflect on the importance of addressing violence 

against men and boys in combatting violence against women and girls.  Drawing on their experience, 

the panellists will also provide insights into the situation of male survivors and describe how to help 

galvanize support for a better, more holistic response.
