having their refugee status determined.

(10) Thailand: Figures for stateless people are based on ongoing discussions 

between the Thai authorities and UNHCR and will be further verified in 

the course of the year.

(11) China: The 300,000 Vietnamese refugees are well integrated and in 

practice receive protection from the Government of China.

(12) Georgia: The IDP figure includes 124,000 people who are in an 

IDP-like situation.

(13) Russian Federation: The IDP figure includes 22,200 people who are in 

an IDP-like situation.
