The changes include a

contribution of 4% for national partner indirect support

costs, and greater discretion in the way in which partners

may use this additional resource.



Commitment achieved: In 2019, UNHCR delivered $646

million in cash assistance, representing 22% of its overall

programme expenditure. Cash assistance was doubled

from the 2015 baseline ($303 million) and exceeds in-kind

assistance and services.
