EUROPE MONTHLY UPDATE

Ukraine Situation: The war in Ukraine triggered a severe escalation of humanitarian needs and mass displacement of people 
internally and into neighbouring countries. In support of Governments, UNHCR is rapidly scaling up assistance and establishing 
coordination structures for the regional refugee response.

Arrivals and displaced populations: More than 650,000 refugees crossed from Ukraine into neighbouring countries from 24 
to 28 February, while an additional 1 million people were newly displaced inside Ukraine. Some 6,300 refugees and migrants 
arrived in Europe via the Mediterranean and Northwest African maritime routes in February.

COVID-19 infection rates declined across much of Europe in February, prompting authorities in many countries to ease 
movement and travel restrictions. Vaccination of persons of concern to UNHCR progressed in several countries.

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�	 UKRAINE SITUATION: The Russian Federation (RF) launched a military 
offensive against Ukraine on 24 February, triggering a rapid escalation of 
humanitarian needs and the mass displacement of people within and out 
of Ukraine. By 28 February, more than 650,000 refugees had fled Ukraine 
into neighbouring countries, which generously kept borders open. UNHCR 
rapidly mobilized resources and staff for the immediate response, including 
supporting neighbouring Governments with initial reception capacity, 
protection monitoring and core relief items. In line with the Refugee 
Coordination Model, UNHCR established refugee coordination structures at 
the regional and country levels and led development of a Regional Refugee 
Response Plan in coordination with inter-agency partners. 

�	 European Union (EU): European ministers responsible for home affairs met 
for an extraordinary Justice and Home Affairs (JHA) Council in Brussels on 
27 February to discuss the Ukraine situation and the EU’s response. The 
French Presidency, the European Commission and Member States (MS) 
discussed possibly triggering the 2001 Temporary Protection Directive 
to support people fleeing Ukraine in search of safety in the EU. Member 
States broadly supported the measure, to be further discussed at the JHA 
Council on 3 March. The Commission was also preparing to establish a 
“Solidarity Platform” to coordinate support provided by the Commission and 
its agencies.

� 	Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE): Between 
14 and 22 February, a number of extraordinary OSCE meetings took place 
in Vienna to discuss the worsening security situation at Ukraine’s borders. 
On 24 February, the OSCE Chairmanship convened a reinforced meeting 
of the Permanent Council at ministerial level to discuss the Russian military 
offensive in Ukraine and Secretary General Schmid decided to temporarily 
evacuate all international mission members from Ukraine. 

	
�	 Council of Europe: From 21 to 24 February, the Council of Europe published 

statements on the Ukraine situation by the Commissioner for Human Rights, 
the Secretary General, the Chair of the Committee of Ministers, and the 
President of the Parliamentary Assembly, while the Committee of Ministers 
issued a press release on its decision to suspend the Russian Federation’s 
rights of representation in the Committee of Ministers and Parliamentary 
Assembly on 25 February.

�	 VIOLENCE AND HUMAN RIGHTS VIOLATIONS AT EUROPEAN BORDERS: 
High Commissioner Grandi issued a news comment on 21 February, warning 
of increasing violence and human rights violations against refugees and 
migrants at European borders. Grandi expressed UNHCR’s alarm at recurrent, 
consistent reports from Greece’s land and sea borders with Turkey, where 
UNHCR had recorded almost 540 reported incidents of informal returns by 
Greece since early 2020. Disturbing incidents have also been reported in 
Central and South-East Europe at the borders with EU Member States.

	
�	 EU PACT ON MIGRATION AND ASYLUM: At the JHA Council on 3 February, 

EU Member States unanimously agreed to the French Presidency’s phased 
approach to the Pact. Ministers in general supported key elements of 
the first phase, which includes progressive implementation of screening 
procedures; Eurodac and inclusion of a category for search and rescue 
(SAR); solidarity, including flexible (i.e. financial) solidarity and solidarity for 
SAR via a relocation mechanism; and better implementation of the current 
asylum framework.

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Belarus: Out of some 2,000 refugees and migrants initially 
stranded at the Belarus-EU border, UNHCR estimates 
that some 740 remained sheltered in a warehouse near 
Belarus’ border with Poland as of end February. This 
month, UNHCR and IOM developed a 5W reporting tool to 
facilitate identification of needs of those in the warehouse 
and ways to address them. UNHCR and partners also 
developed Frequently Asked Questions to prevent 
misinformation and ensure that staff of different agencies 
send the same key messages when approached with 
questions.

Bosnia and Herzegovina (BiH): In February, UNHCR 
conducted a comprehensive participatory assessment 
in Bihać, Sarajevo and Tuzla areas. The last participatory 
assessment in BiH was conducted in 2019. Semi-structured 
interviews and focus group discussions were organized 
with persons of concern to UNHCR, including those with 
specific needs such as the LGBTQI+ community. UNHCR 
will draft a report based on these discussions, which will 
be used for advocacy and inform UNHCR’s situational 
analysis and baselines for impact and outcome indicators.

�	 Regional COVID-19 infection rates declined steadily in February, with some 505,700 cases detected 
in the Europe and Central Asia region on 28 February, after having reached an all-time daily record 
in the region with some 2.1 million cases detected on 26 January, according to WHO. Authorities in 
the large majority of countries eased COVID-19 movement and travel restrictions this month in light 
of the downward trend in infections.

�	 UNHCR offices in several countries began easing telework requirements, moving to a phased return 
to office. All offices are currently on partial telework mode.

�	 Update on vaccination: Persons of concern to UNHCR are generally included in national vaccination 
campaigns on par with the general population. Vaccination of people in reception centres continued 
in Bulgaria, Croatia, Kosovo, Malta and Serbia. Vaccination of persons of concern in private 
accommodations and centres also reportedly continued in Armenia and Bosnia and Herzegovina.

�	 Reception conditions: Lack of sufficient reception spaces, overcrowding and inadequate facilities in 
a number of locations continue to pose challenges. Outbreaks in reception and/or detention centres 
remain a concern, and typically result in restrictions of movements for some centre residents, with 
additional cases detected in centres in at least eight countries in February (Austria, Bulgaria, Croatia, 
Cyprus, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta and Montenegro).

�	 Communication with communities on vaccination campaigns and the latest COVID-19 prevention 
measures continued across the region, making use of different channels, in line with the needs and 
preferences of persons of concern. This month, UNHCR and partners delivered information sessions 
in collective accommodation facilities, for example in Serbia, where UNHCR’s partner organized 
three interactive health awareness workshops for asylum-seekers at the Krnjača asylum centre, 
featuring information on COVID-19 preventive measures and vaccination. In Bulgaria, UNHCR’s 
partner provided translation support to persons of concern during vaccination procedures.

France: Following the university corridor pilot project 
implemented last year by UNHCR, Forum réfugiés-Cosi 
and Clermont Auvergne University, the university launched 
the first call for applications through the UNIV’R project on 
1 February, proposing seven Master’s degree programmes 
in France for refugees currently in Niger. Additional calls by 
French universities will be launched in March. UNHCR met 
with the Universities Foundations Network on 3 February 
to share information on the UNIV’R project and discuss 
funding opportunities. The foundations of 16 universities 
participated in the meeting and expressed interest in the 
project. 

Ireland: UNHCR appeared before the Irish Parliament’s 
joint Committee on EU Affairs on 8 February. The 
Representative for EU Affairs briefed on UNHCR’s 
priorities for the EU Presidencies in 2022. Committee 
members reaffirmed Ireland’s commitment to the principle 
of solidarity and asked questions on the need for fast 
decisions in the asylum process, humanitarian needs 
in Afghanistan and the EU’s commitment to accepting 
refugees from there. UNHCR drew attention to several 
issues, including its call to resettle Afghan refugees and 
continued resettlement needs around the world.
