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Ukraine Situation: The international armed conflict in Ukraine continued to cause loss of life, widespread destruction and 
mass population displacement. UNHCR provided critical protection and assistance in Ukraine and the region and welcomed 
the European Union Council’s decision to activate the Temporary Protection Directive.

Arrivals and displaced populations: Four million refugees fled Ukraine from 24 February to 31 March 2022, while an estimated 
7.1 million IDPs were displaced within the country as of end March.1 Some 4,100 refugees and migrants arrived in Europe via 
the Mediterranean and Northwest African maritime routes in March.

COVID-19: Authorities in virtually all countries further eased COVID-19 movement and travel restrictions amid an overall 
downward trend in infections rates. Vaccination of persons of concern to UNHCR progressed in several countries.

	� UKRAINE SITUATION: The Russian Federation (RF) invaded Ukraine on 24 
February, triggering a rapid escalation of humanitarian needs and mass population 
displacement. By 31 March, 4 million refugee movements from Ukraine into 
neighbouring countries had been recorded. 

	� On 1 March, UNHCR and partners released the initial Regional Refugee Response 
Plan (RRP) for the Ukraine situation, seeking a preliminary USD 550.6 million to 
help refugees in Hungary, the Republic of Moldova, Poland, Romania, Slovakia 
and other countries in the region. The RRP outlines the planned response and 
activities of 12 inter-agency partners for six months to support host countries in 
providing shelter, emergency relief items, cash assistance, and mental health and 
psychosocial support to those who fled Ukraine.

	� UNHCR, as lead of the inter-agency refugee response, scaled up operations in 
Ukraine and the neighbouring countries in March, focusing on strengthening 
protection mechanisms to identify and support the most vulnerable, and launched 
cash assistance programmes in Ukraine, the Republic of Moldova and Poland.

	� European Union (EU): The EU Council formally agreed to trigger the Temporary 
Protection Directive (TPD) on 4 March, and the Commission published its Guidance 
on the roll-out of the TPD on 18 March, clarifying who is entitled to temporary 
protection, defining “adequate protection” under national law, and encouraging 
Member States to consider extending temporary protection to persons not 
falling under the scope of the TPD, among other points. The Commission also 
released a Communication on Welcoming those fleeing war in Ukraine, on 23 
March, including measures for Member States in the field of education, health 
care, employment, housing and how to access necessary funding.

	� Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE): On 17 March, 
UNHCR’s Assistant High Commissioner for Operations addressed the OSCE 
Permanent Council on the humanitarian crisis in Ukraine and neighbouring 
countries. He pointed to a number of protection issues, in particular for women 
and girls, referred to the new Flash Appeal and the Regional Refugee Response 
Plan, and thanked donors and private citizens for the support provided so far. 
The OSCE Secretary General, the Chairman-in-Office and many participating 
States expressed appreciation for the briefing, the humanitarian response and 
UNHCR’s engagement in staying on the ground in Ukraine and serving displaced 
populations.

	� COURT OF JUSTICE OF THE EUROPEAN UNION (CJEU): High Commissioner 
Grandi issued a news comment on 21 February, warning of increasing violence 
and human rights violations against refugees and migrants at European borders. 
Grandi expressed UNHCR’s alarm at recurrent, consistent reports from Greece’s 
land and sea borders with Türkiye, where UNHCR had recorded almost 540 
reported incidents of informal returns by Greece since early 2020. Disturbing 
incidents have also been reported in Central and South Eastern Europe at the 
borders with EU Member States.

	� THE UNITED KINGDOM’S NATIONALITY AND BORDERS BILL: came close 
to completing its passage through Parliament. On 22 March, the House of 
Commons rejected amendments passed by the House of Lords, and on 4 April 
the Bill will return to the Lords, who will be asked to agree with the reversal of 
their amendments or propose alternative ones. Once agreement is reached on 
the outstanding amendments, the Bill becomes law. Throughout March, UNHCR 
continued to communicate key messages on the Bill, highlighting the need to 
ensure its compliance with international law and the Refugee Convention to 
safeguard the rights of those seeking asylum.

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Azerbaijan: In the second week of March, UNHCR started 
home delivery of food parcels and hygiene kits to all refugee 
and asylum-seeking families registered by UNHCR. Each 
parcel contains 15.6 kg of food items, including flour, tea, 
sugar, sunflower oil, pasta, rice, buckwheat, lentils and 
biscuits. As of 31 March, UNHCR had distributed 1,234 
food parcels and 632 hygiene kits reaching some 1,960 
refugees, asylum-seekers and their family members, with 
plans to reach more than 2,060 overall by 10 April.

Latvia: UNHCR’s partner the Latvian Centre for Human 
Rights successfully represented eight asylum-seekers 
who had been exceptionally admitted at the border with 
Belarus but whose asylum applications had not been 
accepted and registered by the Border Guard. As a result 
of the court decisions, the applications have now been 
registered and these asylum-seekers have been relocated 
from detention to a reception centre. The Ministry of 
Interior subsequently announced amendments to the 
Government’s emergency order to regularize access to 
asylum in accordance with the court decisions.

�	 Regional COVID-19 infection rates rose moderately in the first three weeks of March, before 
declining slightly toward the end of the month, with some 842,000 cases detected in the Europe 
and Central Asia region on 31 March, according to the World Health Organization. Authorities in 
virtually all countries further eased COVID-19 movement and travel restrictions this month in light of 
the downward trend in infections.

�	 Vaccination: Persons of concern to UNHCR are generally included in national vaccination campaigns 
on par with the general population. Vaccination of people in reception centres continued in Bosnia 
and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Kosovo, Malta, Montenegro and Spain. Vaccination of persons 
of concern in private accommodations also continued in Armenia.

�	 Reception conditions: Lack of sufficient reception spaces, overcrowding and inadequate facilities 
in a number of locations continue to pose challenges. Outbreaks in reception and/or detention 
centres remain a concern, and typically result in restrictions of movements for some centre residents, 
with additional cases detected in centres in at least six countries in March  (Austria, Bosnia and 
Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia and Cyprus).

�	 UNHCR advocacy for inclusion of all persons of concern in national COVID-19 response plans 
continues, where these are not equally applied to all population groups, for example in Albania, 
where asylum-seekers who have not yet received their national health service card remain unable 
to access vaccination. In Greece, where the Coast Guard in Chios continues to fine new arrivals 
for breaking COVID-19 restrictions on entry in the country, UNHCR sent a letter to the Head of the 
Hellenic Coast Guard, advocating to review and change the practice and revoke old fines.

North Macedonia: On 1 March, UNHCR signed a 
Memorandum of Understanding with the national 
Commission for Preventing and Protection against 
Discrimination to work jointly to prevent discrimination 
against and support the rights of all persons under 
UNHCR’s mandate in North Macedonia to promote 
their inclusion and integration. The two organizations 
will collaborate through partnerships on protection, 
community outreach, communication and transforming 
the narrative for refugees, asylum-seekers, subsidiary 
protection holders and persons at risk of statelessness to 
promote equal treatment of all persons in the country.

Spain: As part of ongoing capacity-building efforts, 
UNHCR led training sessions on the identification of 
persons with specific needs and interview techniques 
for police officers managing asylum interviews in Ceuta 
and Melilla, and for over 100 social workers and lawyers 
from government entities, NGOs and the Spanish Red 
Cross working in reception centres in Almeria, Granada, 
Tenerife and Ceuta in March. UNHCR also organized 
several information sessions on international protection 
and the asylum procedure reaching 2,227 newly arrived 
persons in detention and reception centres, including 
child protection centres, in Andalusia, the Canary Islands, 
Ceuta and Melilla.

Medina Dibrani is like any other playful, curious nine-
year-old. At her house in Sisak, a city of some 50,000 
people in central Croatia, she likes watching car-
toons and playing with her favourite toys: a stuffed 
frog, a doll called Marina, and a ragged dog called 
Lila. She also likes going to school, where her favou-
rite subject is mathematics. But enrolling Medina in 
primary school is fraught with problems, as is taking 
her to the doctor.
